This year’s plaque illustration and cover picture on this programme

features an Austin Seven van (1029 style) which is currently used

as a promotional vehicle for a business in Stroud.  Austin Sevens first

came out in 1922 and were eventually produced from 1923 to 1939,

initially with a capacity of 696 c.c and an RAC rating of 7.2 hp; however,

this was soon increased to 747 c.c and 10.5 hp. The Austin Seven van

was a derivative of the car, but carrying capacity was very limited. In the

early 1930's the new models  were changed to various names such as

Ulster, Ruby, Pearl, Opal, Nippy and Speedy etc. They gained

considerable success in the 1929 TT and a win in the 500 mile race at

Brooklands in 1930.  Production in this country lasted until 1939; they

were also built under licence in Germany and France.
